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Tent Pitching Instructions – Verona 8 DLX





FLYSHEET FIRST PITCHING





Assemble poles and lay them on the ground


5 fibreglass poles and 2 steel porch poles.


Open out flysheet on ground and position in desired direction.


Locate the pole sleeves on outside of flysheet and insert all the poles, by feeding them through the sleeves.


Along one side of the tent, locate one end of each pole onto the Pin & Ring system at the end of the pole sleeve (see figure 1).


Push each pole into an arch from opposite side and locate pole ends onto corresponding metal pin. Once connected at both ends lay arch on the ground.


Peg down one end of the flysheet by means of the two anchor straps at each corner. The webbing and buckle arrangement should be extended to its maximum length. Use the V-pegs provided.


Pull flysheet upright, away from pegged points, until tent takes shape.


Peg the opposing two anchor straps using the V-pegs provided. Again ensure that the webbing and buckle arrangement is extended to its maximum length.


Peg down all pole positions through the metal ring using pin-pegs (see figure 2).


Peg out all remaining shock-cord pegging points on the base of the flysheet using pin-pegs.


The four anchor straps at the end corners and the flysheet tension adjusters at the base of each pole are provided to ensure that the flysheet remains taut in all conditions. Regulate to suit conditions.


Peg out ALL guy lines using pin-pegs ensuring that guy line fabric attachment points are evenly tensioned.


The 2 steel poles supplied are used to support the doorway as an awning. Erect the poles and fit the spike at the top of the pole, through the eyelets in the bottom of the door. Connect the extra guy lines, one to each pole. The guy lines are then pegged to enable the doorway to be held taut. Regulate to suit the conditions.











Ring and Pin System.


Locate one end of each pole onto the corresponding metal pin. The metal pin inserts into the hollow metal ferrule on the end of each pole. (See Figure 1). Push the pole into a curve from the opposite side, one at a time, and locate all pole ends onto the metal pins. 


Peg the corners of the tent through the metal rings using pin-pegs. It is important to drive the peg into the ground at a 45 degree angle to obtain the best grip.  (See Figure 2).
