INSERT RISER GROUNDSHEET BEFORE INNER TENTS





The tent is provided with an additional groundsheet for groundcover in the porch area


Use the toggle and ring attachments in the corners to locate in place. Use pin pegs which need to be inserted through the web loops to secure the groundsheet in place (see diagram below).





Inner Tents





Note: The central toggles/eyelets on the inners are colour coded to ensure that they are fitted to the correct location.


Open out inner tent/s, one at a time, inside flysheet and position doorway to correspond with the porch and entrance of the flysheet


Starting from the rear corners of the tent, attach the elasticated hooks on the groundsheet to corresponding rings on the flysheet. The rings on the flysheet are located at the end corners, and at the base of the poles.


Suspend the inner tents by attaching the toggles on the inner through the eyelets on the sleeve on the inside of the flysheet. Do the rear first and work towards the porch.


Once the inner tents are in place, ensure the webbing loops at the base of the doorway are pegged into the eyelets on the groundsheet.





Repeat this procedure for attaching the remaining inner tent
