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FLYSHEET FIRST PITCHING





Assemble poles and lay them parallel on the ground: 


600 = 13 steel poles: 6 std upright poles, 3 curved roof poles; 2 upright porch poles, one curved porch pole & one stretcher pole


900 = 16 steel poles: 8 std upright poles, 4 curved roof poles; 2 upright porch poles, one curved porch pole & one stretcher pole


The poles are colour coded to match corresponding pole sleeve entry point.


Open flysheet on ground and position tent in desired direction. 


Locate pole sleeves on roof section of flysheet and insert the curved roof poles


Take care to insert the roof poles correctly, the white and yellow ends of the pole should line up with the corresponding colours on the pole sleeve.


Locate upright poles onto roof poles. All uprights are colour coded & correspond to roof pole colours.


At the front of the tent, locate one end of each pole into corresponding ring & pin on pole anchor straps.


Very carefully, make each pole into an arch from opposite side and locate pole ends onto corresponding ring & pin. Attach the clips to each of the poles and tension the pole end straps


Once connected at both ends lay arch on the ground – side end facing up and the pole lying on top of each other


Peg out adjustable anchor straps at both corners of upper end of tent using long  V-pegs supplied





With one person at each side of the tent gather all the poles together and lift into the upright position





Pull flysheet forward, away from pegged points, until tent takes shape. Peg the opposite two anchor straps at the other end using the remaining V-pegs.  


At this point ensure that all the poles are in line with each other and that the tent is sitting square.


Peg down all pole positions through the metal rings using pin-pegs – take care that the poles are aligned with the adjacent seams.


Insert curved porch pole into sleeve above door


Locate upright porch poles into ends of curved porch pole


Insert pole ends into ring & pin & tension flysheet tension strap.


Peg out porch fillets with alloy V pegs through tension straps


Peg down remaining flysheet pegging points using alloy pin-pegs.


Insert colour coded fibreglass brow poles above windows & along the length of the rear of the tent 


Use rubber plugs provided on the ends of fibreglass brow poles once inserted to prevent the pole wearing through the flysheet.


Peg out ALL guy lines using pin-pegs.





INNER ATTACHMENT





Insert internal stretcher pole into pockets at each side of tent and tighten.   Attach using the roof clips along inner attachment points.


Open out inner tents inside flysheet and position doorways to correspond with the living area.


Webbing straps with buckles at top of inner are colour coded.


Clip buckles to corresponding coloured roof buckle.


Starting from the rear corners of the tent, attach the elasticated hooks on the inner base to corresponding rings on the flysheet anchor straps.


Suspend the inner by attaching toggles of inner tent through rings on inside of flysheet. Do the rear first and work forward towards the porch.
