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TENT ERECTION INSTRUCTIONS





FLYSHEET PITCHING





Assemble the poles and lay them on the ground parallel: (6 poles: 4 longer poles and 2 short, thin poles plus 2 short upright poles.


Open out the flysheet and position as required.


Insert the four long poles through the pole sleeves on the outside of the flysheet. Lay the flysheet and poles on the ground. The poles are colour coded to match corresponding pole sleeve entry points.





ENSURE THAT ALL FLYSHEET TENSION ADJUSTERS (webbing and buckle) AT THE BASE OF EACH POLE SLEEVE ARE IN THE SLACKENED POSITION.





Locate one end of each pole into the metal pin system at the end of the pole sleeves.  Make sure poles locate into the correct pin system (all poles follow corresponding flysheet seams to pin system).


Push poles into an arch from opposite ends and locate pole ends into corresponding metal pin. (To avoid excess strain on poles and tent material, it is advisable to have assistance to hold the poles upright when forming arch).


The main dome area of the tent should now be free standing, however the central fabric will be hanging slack. Peg dome area through metal rings at the base of the poles using pin-pegs.


Inside the tent, insert two remaining thinner poles diagonally into pole location sleeve pockets at each side of the doorway.


The diagonal poles should cross at the highest point of the tent. Fabric ties are provided to help keep these poles in position.


Pull both doorway areas taut, away from pegged dome, and peg in place through adjustable anchor straps at each end of flysheet using V-pegs supplied.


The 4 anchor straps at the tunnel ends of the tent and the tension adjusters at the base of each pole sleeve are provided to ensure that the flysheet remains taut in all conditions. Regulate to suit conditions.


Peg out ALL guy lines using pin-pegs ensuring that guy line fabric attachment points are evenly tensioned.

GROUNDSHEET ATTACHMENT





THERE IS NO INNER TENT PROVIDED WITH THE EVENT TENT!





The tent is provided with a full groundsheet. 


Lay the groundsheet inside the tent once the tent is erected. The shape of the groundsheet follows the floor plan shape of the tent. Align the eyelets on the groundsheet with the corresponding eyelet positions on the draft strips around the edge of the tent.


A number of flattop pin-pegs need to be inserted through the eyelets to secure the groundsheet in place.





The Event tent is provided with a set of awning poles to enable the doorway to be positioned for extra protection (see photo above).
